In rany cases, a genetic test directly getects an abnomality.
Molecular testing may detect a change in the DNA (mutation).
Cytogenic testing may identify whether there is extra, missing ar
rearranged genetic material. Biochemical methods are sometimes
used to look at abnormafities in the protein products that are

produced by the genes. Most tests are highly sensitive and specific.

However, sensitivity and specificity are test dependent.

When a direct test is not available, the laboratery may use a
method called linkage analysis. Linkage analysis is not as accurate
as a direct test, but will report the probability that you or a family
member have inherited a disease or disorder. In some families, the
markers used in linkage analysis may not be informative. If this is
the case, the DNA test cannot provide results for that family, or for
some members of that family,

The accuracy of the test depends on correct family history. An
error in diagnosis may occur if the true biological relaticnships of
the family members involved in this study are not as | have stated,
In additicn, testing may inadvertently detect non-paternity. Non-
patemity means that the father of an individual is not the persan
stated to be the father.
